The Australia Pakistan Agriculture Scholarships (APAS) Short Course Awards fall under the banner of Australia
Awards and provide opportunities of formal study or training of generally less than three months and no more than
five months in duration.

These award opportunities are highly targeted and are to be offered to qualified Pakistani nationals working in
agricultural related fields.

The third APAS short course will be held for six weeks from September to October 2014. The last week of training will
be held in Pakistan. The focus of the course will be: Training trainers in irrigation and sustainable water resource
management at grass root level.

* not have applied for or hold permanent residency in Australia or New Zealand;

* not be married or engaged to a person who is eligible to hold Australian or New Zealand citizenship
or permanent residence;

» satisfy Australian Government requirements for international student visas for entry to Australia
(health, character etc.);

* be able to provide a Police Security Clearance certificate at the time of Visa application;

! Attestation should include stamp, date, signature and remarks like, “This is a true copy of the original’,



* meet the specific eligibility criteria for Profile One (Public Sector Implementers) or Profile Two (Community
Mobilisers)

* be applying for a short course offered in the field of “Training trainers in irrigation and sustainable water resource
management at grass roots level”;

* must meet the minimum eligibility criteria stated as course prerequisites by the Australian tertiary institution
providing the course (including Urdu or English proficiency);

+ must have at least two years of relevant work experience with their current organisation or an organisation of equal
relevance to priority field or as self-employed individual in the priority field. Preference may be given to candidates
with greater periods of experience;

» where applicable must be able to provide a ‘No Objection Certificate’ from their organisation to participate in the
course;

* must be available to take up the course in September to October 2014.
